The Kona Pool, the largest of three freshwater pools, features a dramatic waterfall for swimmers to duck under, a 175-foot twisting waterslide, three naturally situated Jacuzzis set within rocks and caves, a swinging bridge that crosses the one-acre pool and a sandy-bottomed children’s section that provides easy in and out-of-the-water access. Guests interested in water instruction can sign up for water aerobics classes and scuba diving training. A bounty of lounge chairs surrounds the area, overlooking the pool, and the Pacific Ocean is just steps away. Sports enthusiasts can play a match on the sand volleyball court. The adjoining Kona Pool Bar and Orchid Café provide food and beverage services ranging from tropical drinks and snacks to full-service breakfast and lunch.

Perfect for children, the Kohala River Pool at the north end of the resort is actually four pools connected by short waterslides and a gentle river current. Set just yards from the Pacific Ocean, adults can enjoy the dramatic scenery and Chinese zodiac garden while taking a refreshing dip in these cool pools. Hammocks and cabanas are strewn between palm trees, providing alternate lounging opportunities. The Kohala Pool Bar & Snack Bar offers dining options.

The Ocean Pool is an adults-only escape from the hustle and bustle of the resort. Hidden within the Ocean Tower and surrounded by lush vegetation, the pool offers a peaceful retreat for swimming, sunning, reading and napping.

Finally, the uniquely situated four-acre ocean-fed saltwater lagoon, teeming with colorful reef fish and green sea turtles, provides a protected oasis to enjoy the splendor of the ocean. At the Lagoon Beach guests can rent suncats, kayaks, paddleboats, water bikes and snorkel gear to assist with water and sea life exploration. Hammocks and lounge chairs surround the lagoon, and sandy beach access makes entering and exiting easy. The Lagoon Grill offers snacks and drinks, including delicious smoothies, and overlooks the swimming lagoon as well as the Dolphin Quest Village and Lagoon, where Hilton Waikoloa Village’s resident Atlantic bottlenose dolphins play.

Hilton Waikoloa Village’s pools provide guests a tidal wave of perfect recreational opportunities, whether they enjoy the thrill of waterslides, the excitement of discovering Hawaii’s colorful fish, the relaxation of reading a book in a swinging hammock or the vigor of water sports.
