IMMERSION
Coast of Hawaii’s Big Island -- are a gateway to cultural immersion, engaging travelers in the area’s rich history through Hawaiian experiences and stories about of this cultural wonderland. From hula dancing and ukulele lessons to KPC Hawaiian Legends & Storytelling dinner event at Hilton Waikoloa Village, the entire Waikoloa Beach Resort offers ways for vacationers to learn about and become a part of the Hawaiian cultural experience.

ACTIVITIES
Daily and weekly hotel cultural activities for guests and visitors range from coconut husking, ulu maika (Hawaiian disc rolling) demonstrations and lei making to Hawaiian stories on the weekly resort activity calendar and Hawaiian checkers games placed throughout the resort. Guests can also experience Hawaiian relaxation through treatments at the Kohala Spa such as an authentic Lomi Lomi Massage.

MUSEUM WALKWAY
Guests wander through the Hilton Waikoloa Village 1,800-piece, mile-long Museum Walkway, filled with art pieces from Asian, Western and Oceanic cultures that inspired the culture of Hawaii. One of the newest art pieces is a painting of the resort logo, the Naupaka flower, which symbolizes the mountains and the seashore of Waikoloa, separated by the lava goddess Pele.

STORIES
Other interactive cultural entertainment that engages travelers in the Big Island’s rich history includes the KPC Hawaiian Legends & Storytelling, a new restaurant dinner event featuring an island-inspired four-course meal and authentic Hawaiian storytelling. Another new event, Evening Under the Stars at Wai’ulua Bay, brings guests together at Ocean View Terrace with picnic baskets and tales from members of the Hawaiian community.
The new state-of-the art trams are the perfect place to relax, tour the hotel property and learn about the myths and legends of Hawaii. Countless stories are told through the tram’s speakers about the Island’s history and its local flora and fauna, many of which can be spotted along the tram’s path. 
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LEGENDS OF THE

The Hilton Waikoloa Village Luau takes place every Tuesday and Friday

evening and is one of the most popular cultural events celebrating the Spirit of Aloha. Featuring the dance, music and lifestyle of the Polynesian cultures of the Pacific Rim, guests experience the traditional entertainment as well as food of the Islands. The Imu Presentation - the native underground oven featuring kalua pig – and other island favorites perfectly accompany thrilling acts that illustrate the “Legends of the Pacific” through interpretive dance and music.

CULTURAL 
A panel of Hawaiian culturists who have grown up in the traditions and

protocols of Hawaii comprises the Hawaiian Cultural Committee. The committee meets weekly to develop new resort activities and events for guests to learn about the folklore and traditions of Hawaiian natives. Owana Wilcox-Likiaksa, the hotel’s Hawaiian culture Mua (head) grew up on Hawaii’s Big Island, learning about the ancient Hawaiian stories and culture from her family. As a member of the Hilton Waikoloa Village team, she shares these stories and legends with the resort staff, infusing a sense of Hawaiian pride and culture in the team and thus in resort guests. Owana recently completed an Ola Hawaii certification program through the Native Hawaiian Hospitality Association and University of Hawaii Tourism & Travel Industry Management School. This has further helped implement a culture of Mo’olelo (Hawaiian Storytelling) and the Spirit of Aloha at Hilton Waikoloa Village. Resort staff members are empowered to share this culture with guests through learning tools including Hawaiian language classes, Hawaiian word of the day, hula dancing lessons and storytelling classes.

WAIKOLOA BEACH
Throughout the remainder of the 1,350-acre Waikoloa Beach Resort property,

guests become further immersed in the Hawaiian culture as they walk along the historic King’s Trail that lines the property’s shoreline or hike the petroglyph trail that provides insights into ancient Hawaiian culture through lava rock carvings. The resort’s Queens’ MarketPlace and Kings’ Shops host authentic learning experiences that provide insight into Hawaii’s fabled past, ranging from hula dancing, ukulele lessons and keiki Hawaiian storybook hour to nightly entertainment and musical performances from local hula halau (troupes) and traditional Hawaiian music groups. 
HAWAIIAN EVENTS 
Waikoloa Beach Resort also hosts countless cultural events throughout the year, attracting visitors from around the globe. The Moku ‘O Keawe International Festival, the official celebration of hula and the arts of hula, takes place every November at the Waikoloa Bowl amphitheater at the Queens’ Gardens. In September the Resort hosts Hawaiian Cultural Weekend celebrating the endurance of the Hawaiian culture with a mix of Hawaiian arts and crafts, hula performances, food and events such as the the Ms. Aloha Nui Pageant, the Great Waikoloa Poke Contest, Holokū Ball and Kindy Sproat Falsetto & Story Telling Contest. In March, the Ukulele Festival is Hawaii’s greatest gathering of ukulele professionals and fans. On May 1, Waikoloa Beach Resort celebrates Lei Day and brings Hawaiian natives and visitors together to celebrate the craft of lei making.

Travelers also experience one of the most culturally and geographically ADVENTURES

first Hawaiian Island discovered and settled by Polynesians, perhaps as early as the fifth century, Hawaii’s Big Island has been the backdrop for many of the state’s historic events. The destination boasts sites and adventures found nowhere else on earth, including Kā Lae (the southernmost point in the United States), Hawaii Volcanoes National Park (the state’s only UNESCO World Heritage site, one of only three in the country), Kilauea (the world’s most active volcano continually erupting since 1983), Mauna Loa (the world’s largest active volcano), Mauna Kea (the world’s tallest mountain when measured from sea level to the peak and home of 13 world-class telescopes that showcase 90 percent of all stars visible from Earth), 1,660 species of flowering plants and 45 species of birds found nowhere else on Earth and 11 of the world’s 13 climate zones.
