Fantastic Italian desserts complement the experience.  This romantic restaurant has been recognized for its extensive and unique wine list, as it has received the Wine Spectator Award of Excellence for 2004, 2005, 2006, and 2007. Donatoni’s is open daily for dinner 6 p.m. – 9:30 p.m.

Start your evening with tropical cocktails while viewing the breathtaking Pacific sunset from the lanai at Kamuela Provision Company (KPC).   Entree favorites are creative dishes such as macadamia nut pesto crusted natural pork chop with red potato risotto and fresh vegetables or the new wave mauka and makai, which is tender filet of beef served on garlic mashed potatoes and sautéed spinach and topped with tempura lobster and seared foie gras, all prepared by Chef Dayne Tanabe. At Imari, gentle strains of Japanese music waft through a Zen garden adorned with cascading waterfalls and artfully arranged flowers.  As Japanese shoji doors are pushed aside to create an open air atmosphere, Teppanyaki chefs expertly prepare your meal before you, or you can choose from a varied menu offering traditional Japanese cuisine with a touch of fusion as well as a Sushi Bar.
