The snow-capped Mauna Kea and towering volcanoes is the dramatic backdrop for the famed Waikoloa Kings' Course, a Tom Weiskopf and Jay Morrish design that resembles a layout along the coast of Scotland. The 7,000-plus yard links-style course is best known for its wide undulating fairways, multiple tee placements, and challenging pot bunkers. Par 72; 7074 yards; Slope: 135; Rating: 73.4. 

The 30,000 square foot Seaside Putting Course at Hilton Waikoloa Village was designed by renowned golf architect Robin Nelson of Nelson and Haworth. Demanding putting greens are interspersed with bunkers and water features along with botanical species indigenous to Hawaii's Big Island and brightly colored koi. Groups will find this area particularly attractive for sunset receptions and team-building golf events.
