Reggae is one of the bloodlines of New Zealand music, which accounts for the extraordinary success of Hamilton’s Katchafire who, several years ago, emerged as the hardest working band in the country. Katchafire’s music is uplifting and celebratory. Katchafire has played alongside many celebrated acts from New Zealand as well as international superstars such as The Wailers, Mr. Gang, Horace Andy, Moonraisers and Gentleman, Fiji, UB40, Maxi Priest, Arrested Development, and The Black Seeds, to name a few. Winner of numerous awards for Best Reggae Album of the Year, Natural Vibrations has also made the Billboard Reggae Chart on several occasions.  Natural Vibrations' new seventeen song release, Ultimate Vibes: The Best Of, is an impressive collection of fifteen classic songs made popular by the band PLUS two brand new songs. 
Emerging from the backyards of Waipahu, Hawaii, Rebel Souljahz began as four friends who started singing a capella together in high school, later developing into a full band and quickly built a name for themselves while performing in Honolulu. Their debut effort, Nothing To Hide, teamed the boys of Rebel Souljahz (Mike Maglinti, Will Su'a, Bubba Hodges and Kulani Cozo) with producer/arranger Imua Garza for a full-blown all original island music extravaganza.  Upon its release in early 2008, public response was immediate, catapulting many of the album's tracks onto heavy rotation on Hawaii radio stations including the title track, "Darling Angel," "The One," and "Skankin'". Rebel Souljahz went on to win the prestigious Na Hoku Hanohano Award in the Reggae Album of the Year category at the 2009 ceremonies.  Demand for the band has had them criss-crossing through the Hawaiian Islands, traveling to the U.S. mainland and performing in Guam.  The band is currently in the recording studio working on their next album tentatively titled Bring Back The Days which should be released in Fall 2009.
