Hilton Waikoloa Village is one of the premier meeting and convention resorts in the Pacific and offers the most space devoted to group use out of all resorts and hotels on the neighbor islands of Hawaii. With the largest amount of guest rooms on the island, the resort can also provide the largest committable block of guest rooms, 1,000 rooms, and accommodate groups of almost any size with a variety of room categories and pricing options to meet most budgets.

You’ll find nearly everything you need right here at the resort, including a Business Service Center, complete audio-visual services provided by Presentation Services, high-speed Internet access in all guest rooms, high-speed wireless Internet access in select common areas and in all meeting facilities upon request, and a seasoned Events Department ready to accommodate any group’s function from ten to 2400. From trapeze artists swinging across the Lagoon Lanai and skydivers landing on the Lagoon Beach to fireworks exploding overhead and flowers falling from the sky (helicopter drop), the team can do it all. Additionally, Camp Menehune children’s program offers customized, exclusive programs for groups, with corresponding times and special activities.
Business in paradise is best accomplished with needed support to conduct the agenda, complemented by a variety of opportunities to play hard when the work is done.   And here, a true resort destination, when the work is finished, a 62-acre playground awaits with nine diverse restaurants, the Legends of the Pacific dinner show and luau, nine lounges, two championship golf courses, an 18-hole seaside putting course, eight plexicushion tennis courts, twenty-one shops and boutiques, and the 25,000 square-foot Kohala Sports Club & Spa. 
Hilton Waikoloa Village’s conference center is complete with a wide selection of first class ballrooms, breakout rooms, pre-function areas, exhibit facilities, promenades, boardrooms and scenic outdoor venues.  From over 60,000 square feet of indoor meeting space including twenty-one meeting and banquet rooms to 175,000 square feet of outdoor meeting space including ten extensive outdoor venues throughout, there is an abundance of flexibility and a wide variety in meeting space. All meeting facilities are equipped with state-of-the-art lighting and sound systems and exquisite décor of traditional Hawaiian elegance. 
Additionally, Hilton Waikoloa Village is one of the first properties in the Islands with state-of-the-art T3 Internet Services. Conventions and groups requiring the highest technology will now have full access to the fastest Internet connection available. The upgrades create a modern, fully managed network in the convention and ballroom areas of the resort and include a new T3 capable circuit and network infrastructure with features such as Gigabit backbone capable switches, additional cabling, and jack replacements to provide enterprise class stability and flexibility.  The new addition of a full 45 Mbps T3 Internet link is 30 times faster than the previous T1. The Internet upgrade ensures that Hilton Waikoloa Village carries on the tradition of advanced technology investments to keep the resort at the top of the list for conventions and large groups in Hawaii. 
Indoor Function Space
Grand Ballroom
The elegant Grand Ballroom is the largest capacity ballroom in the neighbor islands and has the unique feature of three stepped, tiered levels for seating. This optimal layout offers all participants an unobstructed view of the main stage. This regal ballroom can be divided into seven separate sections - the Monarchy section being the central and largest portion of the facility, flanked by the six King's and Queen's rooms, which can either be included in the wide-open Grand Ballroom, or partitioned off from it, as needed. The Grand Ballroom also features an enormous, grand chandelier that weighs 3.5 tons, measures 33 x 20 feet, and took a dozen workers two and a half weeks to assemble. This venue is perfect for special events and concerts.
Monarchy Ballroom
The Monarchy Ballroom is the middle section of the Grand Ballroom and perfect for general sessions.
King’s Grand Ballroom and Queen’s Grand Ballroom
The King's and Queen's rooms are each divisible into three breakouts with access from the Grand Ballroom.  This space is utilized for exhibits, meal functions, and breakout sessions.
Kohala Ballroom
The Kohala Ballroom is the second-largest facility available. Its familiar rectangular space is divisible into four sections of approximately 2,500 square feet each. Smaller functions are held here such as luncheons and general sessions.
Kona Ballroom
The Kona Ballroom divides into five sections, with two as larger breakouts and three as smaller meeting rooms. Meal functions, exhibits, and breakout sessions are held in the Kona Ballrooms.
Waikoloa Suites
Three Waikoloa Suites are utilized mostly for office and storage rooms or small boardroom-style setups.
Water’s Edge Ballroom
The Water's Edge Ballroom is a unique circular room with two-story floor-to-ceiling windows overlooking the Lagoon Lanai, a four-acre ocean fed saltwater lagoon, and waterfall. Cocktail receptions and gala dinners are perfect in this space.
Water’s Edge Boardroom
The opulent Water's Edge Boardroom, with seating for up to sixteen, provides the perfect, intimate venue for an exclusive meeting.
Grand Promenade, Kohala Promenade, Kona Promenade
All ballroom spaces are connected by the Grand, Kona, and Kohala Promenades. These pre-function areas are elegantly designed with Far East artwork and comfortable furniture groupings. They have proven to be perfect settings for exhibit setups, company displays, group registration, and hospitality areas.

Outdoor Function Space
Kamehameha Court
This tropical luau garden has service for 100 - 550 people and features a stage, Imu pit for luaus, bar areas, and a quiet setting conveniently located by the Lagoon Tower. 

Kohala River Pool
Two pools with waterfalls are connected with a winding river pool and waterslides.  It is located near the Ocean Tower, and borders the Waiulua Bay, offering an amazing sunset view and the sounds of breaking surf. With pink flagstone and a Chinese Zodiac garden and statues, this venue is often utilized for an evening reception area for small groups up to 100.

Kona Pool
22,180 square feet of pools, Jacuzzis, waterfalls, slides, grottoes, sand volleyball, a rope bridge and more. Easy access from all points of the resort by boat, tram, or walking along the Pacific Ocean. Suitable for just about any event imaginable, from Welcome Receptions to Pacific Rim theme parties, this area is popular for groups of 30 to 3,000. 

Grand Staircase
Located across from the cascading waterfall and along the four-acre ocean fed saltwater lagoon, this is a majestic setting for groups of up to 200. Watch rare green sea turtles swim in the lagoon or admire the largest piece of artwork on property- a life-sized bronze cart with six horses that was cast in Thailand.

Lagoon Lanai
The Lagoon Lanai is adjacent to the Grand Promenade and the Grand Staircase. Waterfalls, lush tropical foliage and exotic wildlife abound, blending with luxurious accommodations and graceful Hawaiian culture to create a unique outdoor facility along the four-acre ocean fed saltwater lagoon. Groups have a gorgeous view of the Pacific lined by swaying palm trees The Lagoon Lanai can accommodate 30 to 1,200 people and is one of the most popular venues, due to the proximity to the Convention Center. Groups are able to hold their meetings inside, but then have break sessions just steps away on the Lagoon Lanai, amidst tropical gardens with the sun shining.

Lagoon Beach
The sun-drenched Lagoon Beach is across from the Convention Center, and is our best site for mini-beach games, team-building activities and sporting events.

Palace Lawn
A beautiful lawn area between the Ocean and Palace Towers. Host specialized theme parties and games for groups up to 2,500. This venue is also the home of Dolphin Days signature event, “The Great Waikoloa Food Wine & Music Festival,” with up to 1800 attendees. 

Ocean View Terrace
Located at the northern point of the property, situated by Buddha Point, the 18-hole seaside putting course and Ocean Tower, this unique lawn setting and scenic seaside venue provides a spectacular sunset view over the Pacific Ocean. Perfect for receptions and parties for groups up to 250 for dinner and 500 for reception.

Off Property Venues
Anaeho’omalu Bay (A. Bay)
This off-property venue is perfect for beach parties and is located just ½ mile from the resort. This space is perfect for groups and parties up to 2500.
12th Hole on Waikoloa Beach Course
Located adjacent to Ocean View Terrace, groups enjoy playing glow golf on the signature 12th hole by the ocean for evening events. This venue is perfect for evening events and receptions up to 1500 as you can watch the sun set over the Pacific.
Kings’ Driving Range

For groups up to 5,000, the Kings’ Driving Range is a great venue for concerts and large celebrations.
